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We have been asked by The British 
Hedgehog Preservation Society (BHPS) 
to publicise this press release as they 
continue their battle against the in-
creasingly evasive Ronald McDonald.  
Discarded McDonald’s McFlurry car-
tons are a real hazard to hedgehogs as 
once they put their heads into the cup 
to get the remaining ice cream, they 
cannot escape. 
 
Fay Vass, Chief Executive of BHPS, 
said, “This campaign has dragged on 
for far too long.  McDonald’s seem to 
make reassuring noises and vague 
promises, but over four years after be-
ing alerted to this problem nothing has 
changed.” 
 
One can only guess how many hedge-
hogs are killed every year by this par-
ticular sort of litter, some are found and saved, some are found dead, more are very likely never found at all.  
Whilst we appreciate that McDonald’s cannot be accountable for irresponsible customers littering the coun-
tryside, in this particular instance they have the power to save lives by making a very  
minor change to the design of their packaging.  We are asking people to help us get this small change imple-
mented before the spring when hedgehogs are out of hibernation and ice cream season is upon us once again!  
Please contact McDonald’s and insist they make the necessary changes quickly.  All the time McDonald’s are 
tinkering with the new design, hedgehogs are dying of dehydration and starvation in McFlurry packaging.

This year’s Xmas prize draw took place on 7th Decem ber 
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This is Annie - a tiny three week old baby hedgehog.  She was 
found one rainy afternoon in late October.  Someone very 

kindly picked her up and brought her to the Rescue Centre.  It 
hadn't been the best start in life for Annie.  She was very cold 
and wet, severely dehydrated and weighed only 42gms.  Not 
only had she been abandoned by her Mum, she also had a 

broken leg. I really didn't think at that point she would survive. 

Annie was so tiny and frail that a splint for her broken leg had 
to be specially made for her out of cotton buds!  She loved 

snuggling under my fleece jacket after a feed and so the now 
famous ‘snuggle bag’ was brought out for this baby—a spe-

cially made fleecy little bag which can be hung round my neck 
so my hands are free to carry on with my work.  Yes, I got 
some very strange looks when I answered the door—but I 

didn’t care!  Sometimes the orphans are so traumatised they 
need a bit more than food and warmth to keep them going. 

I would love to say that there was a happy ending to this story 
but this time it wasn’t to be. Sadly in the end we couldn't save 
Annie.  It was becoming apparent that she had too many ge-
netic and mobility problems which would have plagued her 

throughout her life, including a bone disorder which made her 
bones very brittle.  I discovered she now had another broken 

leg.  On the Vet’s advice Annie was gently put to sleep.  I hope 
that I made her short life more comfortable - sometimes in 

circumstances like these it is the best that we can hope for.  At 
least she was warm, well fed and had lots of cuddles.  Annie 
was a lovable and unique little character that I perhaps got a 

little too attached to.  I will always remember her. 
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
