- their nests and lets them know
that spring is here and it is time to
emerge and start looking for food and a mate. Their
fat reserves have been depleted so it is helpful to
offer them meat based cat food and fresh water to
build them up again. Food can be placed in a feed-
ing station to prevent cats from stealing it. A feeding
station is simple to make, get a plastic storage box
and cut a 4” square hole in one of the short sides.
Put the food under the upturned box and put a
weight on the top of the box. An obstruction (such
as a brick) 5” in front of the entrance will stop cats

lying down and hooking the food out with their paws.
